1. Research: Please look on  www.flydakota.co.nz to check on our planned flight dates. If you cannot access the internet, phone our office and leave a message, and we will return your call, with the information. We are happy to help you with all the information you need.
2. Contact: the Fly Dakota Office by phone or email to book your flight.
3. Passenger info we need:  We need to know surnames, first names , and ages of passengers under 15 years – just as Air NZ does.
4. Special Events: Please let us know on booking, if this flight is a Surprise, Birthday or Special event. We like to acknowledge our Birthday/Anniversary/out of Auckland visitors.
5. Wheelchairs- Passengers who mobile and are able to walk up/down 5 steps can fly on board our DC-3. Please notify us so that we may position the aircraft to allow pre-boarding with ease and dignity. 
6. Book ahead: (Months) You can book ahead up to 4 months, however we may also be required for an air-show or charter flight. We will advise you as soon as possible if that is the case.
7. Book ahead: (Weeks) It is preferable to book by the Thursday before the flight for crew planning purposes, however please do phone us  - we can take bookings up to 30 minutes before the flight.
8. Phone Number: Please provide a number that will either have an answer phone, or be switched on, on the flight day.
9. All flights are weather permitting—for passenger comfort. 
Scenic Flight Gift Vouchers:
10. All ‘Fly Dakota’ Gift vouchers and bookings are transferable to other dates.
11. If we don’t fly – all vouchers and tickets can be transferred to another date. Please then also rebook/confirm with the office first to ensure that your name is on the rebooked/ booking sheet.
12. Vouchers are Not redeemable for cash – however can be transferred to another Adult or child as indicated on the voucher. ‘Child’ vouchers can be upgraded to ‘Adult’ for $20. 
13. Expiry date of Gift Vouchers: You can still book a flight that departs after the expiry date – however the actual booking must be actioned before the expiry date. 
· Vouchers bought after April will have a 10 month expiry; 
· Vouchers bought from November, will have a 6 month expiry.
14. Flights depart from The Fly Dakota Check-in at ‘ NZ Warbirds HQ’ at Ardmore Airfield, Papakura, South Auckland, with flights usually departing from 11 am. Please be there half an hour before departure  to meet the crew and enjoy tea, coffee and cookies.
· Warmer months. The number of flights generally increase in warmer months, therefore the first flight will depart at 11am, and the 2nd flight at 12 midday,1 pm and so on. Please be prepared in the warmer months to have a change your flight departure time. We may expand or spread passengers from  1 flight into 2 flights for example, to ‘equalise’ a full first flight and a second 1/3rd full one. Please let us know when you book, if you are flexible with flight departure times, or if you are obliged to keep to your original plans. Passengers with specifically booked seats on a particular flight will not be required to change flights if we extend the number of flights. 
· Cooler months see generally 1 flight, departing at 11am. Please be prepared from time to time to have a later departure time (by ½ an hour or so) to allow , for example, a passing  ‘front’ to do so. Generally in cooler months, most passengers get a window seat.
15. Plan your Transport - by private car, or ‘Super Shuttles’ (306-3960) (Approx $75 one way from City Centre for a van.).
On the Flight Day:

Sunday Scenic flights departing at 11am:

1. 0800 - The Captain will contact Jessica with weather and flight information.

2. 0815 - We will update the website flight information page.

3. 0820 - If you cannot access the website  – call or text  0274 382 297

Directions: Please note the Drive times and directions elsewhere in this information pack.

What to bring: Camera, video, sunglasses, umbrella, jacket, and sense of nostalgia
‘Check-in’
Please be at Check-in at the ‘Fly Dakota’ desk 30 mins before departure . This voucher must be validated at Check-in to also receive a Boarding Pass – Please do not go directly to the aircraft.

Part of the total Fly Dakota experience is your time spent with the crew before departure. It also allows for the Despatch Crew to complete and prepare the CAA administrative paper work, to hand on to the DC-3 pilots ready for them to ensure a professional on-time departure. If you are running late- please contact us on 0274 382 297. 
Wheelchairs: Passengers who mobile and are able to walk up/down 5 steps can fly on board our DC-3. Please remind us at check-in, so that we may position the aircraft to allow pre-boarding with ease and dignity. 
.Is it cold on board? No - even though the cabin is not pressurised, it is not uncomfortable as we fly at about 1000ft on Scenic flights – but do bring a jacket in cooler weather for comfort if you wish.
Facilities at HQ: Tea/Coffee/OJ and cookies or shortbread for Scenic Flights. Bathrooms, 1940’s music, DC-3 Videos shown. TV available for concurrent important events, Merchandise and Souvenirs available. Free parking. 

Café: The ‘Aviation Café’ is very close by on the airfield – drop in there before or after your flight.

What are the fares? From August 2008
· $90 for adults

· $80 for ‘65+’s

· $70 for children 3-14 years old (Child booster seats cannot be used for takeoff or landing.)
· Infants and toddlers secured on an accompanying adults lap for the flight are free of charge.

· $60 for infant/toddler in an approved car seat or with a booked Reserved seat beside the adult in-flight.

· $145 adult and child (‘Big ‘n’ Little’) flying/seated together.

How do I pay? We take VISA, MasterCard, and Eftpos, as well as cheque or cash. AMEX is no longer available.

Toddlers and infants: Infants and toddlers aged up to 2 years old may either be:-

a.) Held on the lap of an accompanying adult, (over 15 years old), for takeoff and landing, and during the flight. We supply little Infant safety belts for these special passengers. Please return these Safety belts to the cabin crew at the end of the flight. For safety reasons, an adult can hold only one infant. (No charge)

b.) You may book and Reserve a seat beside you for these infants/toddlers during the flight. They must still be secured for the take-off and landing phase of the flight, on your lap with our Infant safety belts. ($60)

c.) Restrained in their own approved infant car seat, on 1 seat beside the accompanying adult.  If you are only adult travelling with more than one infant/toddler, you will need to reserve a seat for the additional infant/toddler. The infant/toddler must be restrained in an approved car seat. (Same as Air NZ) The car seat must have its own inbuilt restraint system and be of a type approved for use in motor vehicles. It must be in good, safe, working condition. ($60)

How can I buy Scenic Flight Gift Vouchers?

We fly throughout the North Island and NZ – and take anyone - Corporate and Conference groups all year round to anywhere. How about a Wine tour? School flights around Auckland? Volcano tours? The options are so varied.
I have a group of 6-10-16- etc that would like to fly on a Sunday Scenic Flight –     but not enough to fill the aircraft…
We can accommodate them on a Sunday flight along with our other passengers. Directions from the North:

As a guide, below are some drive times to Ardmore from the North:
 
         Orewa                - 60 minutes before check in 
         Mairangi Bay    - 40 minutes before check in 
         City Centre         -25 minutes before check in 
 

· Stay on the motorway, past ‘Tip Top’ Corner, drive past Manukau City…and take  the Hill Rd turnoff at Manurewa .( By the Botanical Gardens) Turn (L) into Hill Rd 
· Follow for about a km, and veer (R) around the little round-a-bout  into Stratford Rd 

· At the large ‘roundabout’ at lower end of road, drive across to Alfriston Rd. (Careful – lots of cyclists!) 

· Keep driving on this country road to the next ‘roundabout’ at Alfriston School, then turn (R) into Mill Rd – a long straight road. 

· Drive down Mill Rd, past the only roundabout on Mill Rd (intersects with Airfield Rd), and keep driving straight down Mill Rd. (Don't turn into Airfield Rd.). 

· Turn (L) after 500m (still on Mill Rd) into Hamlin Rd. 
· Drive down Hamlin Road, be careful at the first Right Hand corner …it is sharp… until main gates on your left at Ardmore. Follow carefully until main gates at Ardmore. 

· 1 km inside gates is NZ Warbirds HQ – there is a large car park  off de Havilland Lane.  
Directions from the South:
 
· Take the Papakura exit off motorway and turn onto Beach Rd.
· Go across the intersection with Great South Rd and drive into Settlement Rd.
· Turn (L) into Marne Rd.
· Veer ( R) into Clevedon Rd, and follow for a couple of kilometers.
· Turn  (L) into Hamlin Rd. There are 2 really tight 90 degree bends so take care on this road.
· Turn ( R ) into the Airfield.
· 1 km inside main gates is NZ Warbirds HQ – there is a large car park off de Havilland Lane.
